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HOW TO USE THIS BOOKLET

This booklet has been produced to help you select the subjects you will study in 2012. It is very important
that you select carefully - your future may depend on it. The further you go in the senior school, the more
difficult it becomes to change that direction. You will not be able to change courses next year so think
hard before you hand your Course Selection sheet in. That is why the very best advice is to keep as
broad a range of subjects as possible for as long as possible.

Plan Ahead

« To study a particular subject at Year 12 or Year 13 level it is often necessary to have taken it, or a
related subject, in the previous year.

o Check the subjects in the senior school and where they can lead to in terms of tertiary education and
careers.

o Courses at Polytechnics or Universities often have prerequisites. If you know the course that you wish
to take, when you leave school, check what these prerequisites are.

e An extra year of school (Year 12 and/or 13) may be important in allowing a student to try new subjects,
develop new skills, participate in extra curricular activities or gain in personal maturity.

« Check what subjects are really needed. It is now possible to start many subjects at tertiary level.
Bridging courses are offered by Tertiary institutions to allow students to come up to standard if some
foundation work has been missed. However, these courses can be costly and it may be better for the
subject to be taken at school.

e All students in Year 11 must study an English, a Mathematics and a Science course.

e All Year 12 students must study an English course.

Remember to get advice from a range of sources before you decide.

Those students who gained less than 1,000 credits
from the Year 10 Certificate of Achievement may be directed towards certain subjects to ensure they are
participating in an appropriate course of study.

Particular careers demand that certain subjects
be studied, so you need to take advice and consider options carefully. Your choice of subjects must be
approved by your Dean.

QUALIFICATIONS IN THE SENIOR SCHOOL

The National Certificate of Educational Achievement (NCEA)
a. How Does NCEA Work?

NCEA recognises achievement in a wide range of studies. It means schools can offer a broader range of
subjects and students can gain credits from standards developed by industry.

To complete an NCEA certificate students must earn credits. They attain credits by meeting standards in
their chosen subject areas. Some standards will be assessed by the external examinations, others will be
assessed by internal assessment.

Achievement/Unit standards make clear to teachers, students and parents the standard of work, skills and
knowledge necessary to achieve. Students earn credit by fulfilling the requirements of the standard.
These standards encourage high expectations. Achievement standards have been designed so that
satisfactory wor k, good wor k, and truly excellent
and fiexcellenced grades.

Students will be told how well they have performed in each part of each subject with marks for both
externally examined components and internally assessed work.

b. Requirements for Achieving NCEA

Level One Certificate
Students need to gain 80 credits at Level 1 of those 80 credits, students will need to have gained 10
credits in English or Te Reo (literacy) and 10 credits in Mathematics (numeracy).

Level Two Certificate
Students need to gain 80 credits. Of those 80 credits, 60 must be at Level 2 or above (students may use
20 credits from their Level 1 certificate to fulfil the requirement for Level 2).

Level Three Certificate
Students need to gain 80 credits. Of those 80 credits, 60 must be at Level 3 or above (students may use
20 credits from their Level 2 certificate to fulfil the requirement for Level 3).

Scholarship

Scholarship is externally assessed. It is designed to extend the very best students and to financially
reward very able students who are going on to tertiary study. It is not a qualification. Students sitting
Scholarship will be assessed on their ability to think laterally and in the abstract. The exams cover the
same knowledge and skills as Level 3 achievement standards, but the standard of performance required
is much higher. (See http://www.nzga.govt.nz/qualifications-standards/awards/scholarship)



University Entrance Requirements:
Universities and other tertiary institutions set their own entry criteria for their courses. If you are intending
heading in that direction you need to do some research before selecting courses for Years 12 and 13.

In general for University, you must obtain:

O a minimum of 42 credits at Level 3 or higher on the National Qualifications Framework, including a
minimum of 14 credits at Level 3 or higher in each of two subjects from an approved subject list, with
a further 14 credits at Level 3 or higher taken from no more than two additional domains on the
National Qualifications Framework or approved subjects

O a minimum of 14 credits at Level 1 or higher in Mathematics or Pangarau on the National
Quialifications Framework

O a minimum of 8 credits at Level 2 or higher in English or Te Reo Maori; 4 credits must be in Reading
and 4 credits must be in Writing. The literacy credits will be selected from a schedule of approved
achievement standards and unit standards.

University Entrance Review

University entrance qualifications are currently under review. Recommendations for
changes are due in the later half of 2011. Implementation for Year 13 students will be in
2014 (to attend university in 2015). Meanwhile, current UE requirements stand.




Most New Zealand Universities are now introducing an enrolment policy that will determine your
selection into an academic programme. At Victoria University the Guaranteed Entry Score from
NCEA is 120 points for all undergraduate degrees.

How to calculate your NCEA rank score:

e Your rank score will be based on your 80 best credits in University Entrance approved subjects at
level 3 or higher, and weighted by the level of achievement. You can count both achievement
standards and unit standards

e All Level 3 or higher approved subjects can be counted.

e A maximum of 24 credits in each subject may be counted

e If you have achieved fewer than 80 credits at level 3 or higher the rank score will be based on
those you have achieved.

e You are advised to take approved subjects and achievement standards wherever possible in
your school programme both for entrance purposes and as the best preparation for university
study.

Your rank score will be calculated by awarding points as follows:
Excellence 4 points
Merit 3 points
Achieved 2 points

DRAMA

Introduction

Drama expresses human experience through a focus on role, action, and tension, played out in time and
space. In drama education, students learn to structure these elements and to use dramatic conventions,
techniques, and technologies to create imagined worlds. Through purposeful play, both individual and
collaborative, they discover how to link imagination, thoughts, and feelings.

Learning in, through, and about Drama stimulates creative action and response by engaging and
connecting thinking, imagination, senses, and feelings. By participating in Drama, students' personal well-
being is enhanced. As students express and interpret ideas within creative, aesthetic, and technological
frameworks, their confidence to take risks is increased.

In Drama, students learn to work both independently and collaboratively to construct meanings, produce
works, and respond to and value others' contributions. They learn to use imagination to engage with
unexpected outcomes and to explore multiple solutions.

As students work with drama technigues, they learn to use spoken and written language with increasing
control and confidence and to communicate effectively using body language, movement, and space. As
they perform, analyse, and respond to different forms of drama and theatre, they gain a deeper
appreciation of their rich cultural heritage and language and new power to examine attitudes, behaviours,
and values.

By means of the drama that they create and perform, students reflect and enrich the cultural life of their
schools, wh Un a u , and communities.

Why choose Drama?

e Drama supports imaginativeness, exuberance, and having fun.

e When people play roles consciously, they begin to sharpen their skills of noticing and managing
their own thoughts.

e Improvising opens the mind to the continuing flow of imagery and inspirations from the creative
subconscious.

e In todayds world, creativit yespeciallyimprevisational tygsesafe v e r
dramai develop the skills needed for creative thinking.

e Techniques and concepts derived from drama are now being applied in business, education,
community-building, personal development, therapy, professional skills training and so forth.

e Empathy can be developed through imagining what
this process can be used to foster greater understanding and interpersonal skills.

e Dramatic activities also promote the process of self-expression, responding to the need to be seen
and heard. The process also offers a way for people to take the audience role, learning to
appreciate and recognize others as they perform

e One of the most important benefits of weaving principles and techniques of drama into everyday
life is that it enriches the experience of living, makes it more meaningful, vivid, and fun.

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MEDIA STUDIES |

Introduction

Our culture is a visual one. We have moved from a culture that privileges print to one that privileges the
image. This is a fact of the modern world. Media Studies explores these images by trying to help the
students understand their meaning. These media images have enormous influence - shaping not only our
knowledge, values and desires, but also our perceptions of society and culture.

The Media Studies courses allow students to explore historical, political, industrial, cultural and aesthetic
aspects of media through a variety of visual media genres, contexts and theories. The Media Studies
courses also fosters an understanding of how media products, whether local, national or global, are
constructed in response to a combination of technological, institutional, creative and cultural conditions.

Media literacy is the process of analyzing, evaluating and creating messages in a wide variety of media
modes, genres and forms. It uses an inquiry-based instructional model that encourages people to ask
questions about what they watch, see, and read. Media literacy education provides tools to help people
critically analyse messages to detect propaganda, censorship, and bias in news and public affairs
programming affect the information presented. Media literacy aims to enable people to be skillful creators
and producers of media messages, both to facilitate an understanding as to the strengths and limitations
of each medium, as well as to create independent media.

The Media Studies students at Upper Hutt College learn the critical skills with which to read, analyse and
create moving images.

The ESOL Department offers English language courses for international students and for some students
living permanently in New Zealand who do not have English as their first language and whose level of
English is not high enough for them to attend classes offered by the English Department.

The nature of these courses depends on the ability of the students, their length of time in New Zealand
and their educational goals.

Course placement follows testing by the ESOL Department and discussion with students about their
goals.

The Year 11 and Year 12 English for Academic Purposes courses aim to bridge the gap these students
will find between their present level of English and the language they will encounter in their other subjects
and to lay a foundation for developing their academic language skills. These courses will also help
learners develop the social language they need at school and in the wider community. They provide
students with the opportunity to gain NCEA standards at Levels 1, 2 and 3. Students also have the
opportunity to gain Level 1 and 2 Literacy credits.

| YEAR 11 ENGLISH FOR ACADEMIC PURPOSES EAP101 |

The Year 11 English for Academic Purposes course is for students who are at a Pre-Intermediate level,
who will typically have an Oxford Placement Test score in the range from 110 to 125. The course will
include some of the following, depending on the needs of the students: Reading Comprehension, Writing
Reports, Writing Recounts, and Completing Forms. There may also be an assessment of a Formal
Speech.

| YEAR 12 ENGLISH FOR ACADEMIC PURPOSES EAP201 |

The Year 12 English for Academic Purposes course is for students who are at an Intermediate level, who
will typically have an Oxford Placement Test score in the range from 126 to 140. The course will include
some of the following, depending on the needs of students: Wide Reading, Formal Writing, Film Review,
Language Research, Poetry Study and Film Study.

Introduction

Science is a core subject at Years 9 and 10 and 11. At Years 12 and 13, if students continue with Science
they may choose to do one or more of the four specialised areas:

Year 11 students: all students MUST take a Science course. Students will be directed into the most
appropriate course for them. Students taking five subjects will take:

e General Science; OR

Science together with Mathematics and English forms an important part of our curriculum. It is an
essential subject to lead into many careers and professions.

What is Science about?

First and foremost, Science is about discovery. In learning Science one discovers, through systematic
observations and experiments, what happens around us and why things happen.

Based on the knowledge and understanding we gain this way, scientists are able to make new discoveries
and advances in a range of areas including: technology; medicine; engineering; material sciences; space
exploration; genetic engineering; and horticulture, to name just a few.

Students learn not only to
plan experiments and investigations into all sorts of areas, but also to carry them out individually and in
small groups.

If you would like to pursue a career in medical sciences, technology, scientific research, engineering,
horticulture or agriculture, the environmental sciences or the armed forces, then Science is for you.

Whether you have made up your mind about your career or not, you should give Science at Year 11 a
serious attempt, and at least one branch of sciences at Years 12 and 13. Many employers, including those
in law and accountancy, are now asking for graduates who have some science background so that they
are able to deal with problems in which specific issues are involved.

Geography is the study of the environment as the home of people. It seeks to interpret the world and
how it changes over time i past, present, and future. It explores the relationships and connections
between people and both natural and cultural environments.

Geography investigates the ways in which déseriaesande s
explains the patterns and processes that have created them.

Students learn to think spatially and use maps, visual images and new technologies, including
geographical information systems (GIS), to obtain, present and analyse information. Geography skills fall
into several categories:

Geographic resource interpretation skills e.g. using maps, statistics, models, surveys.
Geographic resource construction skills e.g. drawing précis maps, constructing graphs.
Communication skills e.g. writing paragraphs or essays, interviewing, using graphic organisers.
Social skills e.g. work in groups, being empathetic, appreciating different values or perspectives.
Fieldwork skills e.g. gathering information from the field such as surveying, measuring, sketching.

Geography can be picked up at any Il evel without he
levels in Geography some part of the course is internally assessed.

Whatever level students take it, geography offers students the opportunity to learn a range of skills and
knowledge that they can apply in their everyday lives. Geography can be a pathway to tertiary education
and a broad range of careers. A geography job is any work that focuses on location. Although there are
few jobs entited GEOGRAPHER, employers like Geography students because they have a good
understanding of the world around them. People who are able to make complex decisions using the above
skills are required for a wide variety of occupations.
